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PENNY FOR PASCO

The draft, Local Infrastructure Surtax ordinance, has been reviewed.

SLU PARKING ON SR52 ABBEY PROPERTY

An agreement was made between Saint Leo Abbey (property owner) and
Saint Leo University, to alow parking for construction workers on the
south side of SR52 to the west of the grotto. Nothing in the code
technically allows this use; however, aletter from the Abbey confirming
their acceptance of the temporary parking agreement is going to be
requested by the Town.

It was
attended by Pasco County Engineers, Frank Mezzanini and Jose Caban
from Saint Leo University, and Town Planner, Jan Norsoph. It was
determined at that meeting that a portion of the school’ s property would
need to be utilized to allow for construction of the pathway, and that a
future fence and pathway/boardwalk could not coexist in this environment.
